When a disaster or emergency has been declared by the Governor, a municipal building inspector, health officer, fire 

marshal, or zoning administrator may declare condemned to be destroyed a property that has been damaged in the 

disaster or emergency and is dangerous to life, health, or safety due to the disaster-related damage. The owner of 

property condemned under this subdivision may appeal the condemnation according to the condemnation appeals 

procedure of chapter 83 of this title, provided that any appeal to the Superior Court shall be to the Civil Division 

(Title 24, Chapter 061 §2291).
